Sesquicentennial Scarecrow Contest 

Rules & Guidelines 

 

Timeline:  Bring your scarecrows to the gravel 

lot located to the west of the museum (490 Smith 

St.).  on Saturday, October 22nd, between the 

hours of 12:00 noon and 1:00 pm.  Scarecrows 

will be on display during the two day event, with 

judging  on Sunday, october 23rd, at 3:00 pm.  

Ribbons will be awarded! 

Theme:  Harrisburg 150 Years – Past and 

Present. 

 

Construction guidelines:   

scarecrows will be attached to a chain link 

fence with zip ties.  You must build your 

scarecrow strong enough to be suspended. Zip 

ties will be provided for hanging your 

scarecrow. 

 

Size limitations:  maximum height:  6 feet.  Maximum width: 6 feet.   

 

Materials:  please construct your scarecrow for durability.  It will be hung outdoors with 

no cover, and will be exposed to rain and wind.  Some suggested materials to use:  chicken 

wire, straw, corn husks and stalks and rubber foam.  Stuffing can be made from plastic 

bags or bubble wrap.    No kinetic scarecrows please; there is no power to this location. 

 

Divisions:   

Kids age 6 to 14 

Adults/families:  teens age 14 and up and scarecrows built by a family.  

 

Set Up:  A volunteer will be at the site to assist you in hanging up the scarecrow. All 

scarecrows will be affixed to a chain link fence. Zip ties will be provided.  

 

After the contest:  please pick up your scarecrow between 3:30 and 5:00 pm on Sunday.   

any scarecrows left behind will be disposed of by public works.  

 

Disclaimers:  The City of Harrisburg and its agents may use photographs of and stories 

about the scarecrows as well as information contained in this entry for publicity and 

promotion of this event.  We suggest you do not put anything of value on the scarecrow as 

they will be outdoors and unattended overnight.  All parts must be securely fastened.
